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SECTION P- EDUCATION

Type of schools:

Government Schools:- are schools operated by Regional Education Bureaus, Ministries of Education,

Public Health, Agriculture, Transport and Communications, Universities and Colleges, ... etc. The data in
this category refer to schools which follow the Ministry of Education Curriculum.

Non-Government Schools:-Include Public, Religious Missions, Orthodox Church, Foreign Communities

and different Organizations Schools.
Public Schools:- are schools operated by the population of the localities in which they are found
and which are financed by student fees with or without assistance from the Government. All
public schools were private before 1975.

Mission Schools:- are schools operated by religions missions with or without assistance from the

government.

Church Schools:- are schools maintained and operated by the Ethiopian Orthodox Church.

Foreign Community Schools:- are schools operated by various foreign communities primarily

for their children. Of course children who do not belong to such communities may also enroll if
there is room.

Organization Schools:- are schools operated by different organizations mainly for children of

adults who work in them. However, other children may also enroll if there is room.
GRADES:- Prior to 1997/98, grades were grouped according to the system established by the Ministry of
Education. Under the system, the primary, the junior secondary and the senior secondary grades were
grades 1 to 6, grades 7 and 8 and grades 9 to 12, respectively. However, according to the new education
system primary grade covers grades 1-8 and secondary grade covers grades 9 — 10, 11-12 (Preparatory)
and 10+1, 10+2 and 10+3 Technical Vocational Education Training (TVET) .
