PPl — Total Manufacturing

In the Third quarter of 2011, Producer Price Index for
Total Manufacturing exhibited an increase of 4.2
percent in July, 1.1 percent in August and 1.0 percent
in September, compared to the previous month, i.e. as
shown in Table 2 and the corresponding figure (Figure
1).Compared to the previous year’'s same quarter, total
Producer Price Indices increased by 31.5, 33.3 and
314 percent in July, August and September,
respectively. As depicted in Table 3, this increase in
producer prices of manufactured products was caused
mainly by the rise in producer prices of items other
than food, beverage and tobacco. As compared to
previous year's same quarter, Producer Price Index
increased by 32.1 percent in the Third quarter of 2011
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PPI — Food, Beverage and Tobacco

The producer price indices of food, beverage and
tobacco stood at 305.1, 309.3 and 314.5 in July,
August and September respectively as depicted in
Table 1. Compared to the previous month the index
exhibited an increase of 4.0 in July, 1.4 percent in
August and 1.7 percent in September (Table 2). As
shown in Table 3, compared to the same quarter in
2010, producer price indices exhibited a hike of
around 26.5 percent in July, 29.1 percent in August
and 30.3 percent in September. The percentage change
in producer price indices revealed that there was a 28.6
percent raise in prices of food, beverage and tobacco
products in this quarter compared to the previous

year's same quarter as shown in Table 4.
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PPI — Other than Food, Beverage and T obacco

The monthly producer price indices for manufacturing
products other than food, beverage and tobacco
products stood at 291.3, 294.2 and 295.9 in July,
August and September, respectively as shown in Table
1. Table 2 shows that, producer price indices have
increased by 4.4 percent in July, 1.0 percent in August,
and 0.6 percent in September. On the other hand,
compared to previous year's same period, producer
price indices exhibited a 35.3 percent, 36.5 percent
and 32.3 percent rise in July, August and September,
respectively (Refer to Table 3). This rise was mainly
dueto the increase in prices of wearing appared except
fur appard and other than non-metallic mineral
products. The percentage change in producer price
indices between the corresponding quarters also
indicated that there was a 34.6 percent increase in
prices of products other than food, beverage and
tobacco products as shown in Table 4.
